Detailed Steps:

#1: Choose group roles:

Project Manager: 
Coordinates the project (helps the group decide how to divide the work); Leads problem-solving effort
Technical Support: 
Sets up google document and shares with other members of the team; helps group members with any google docs issues; in charge of opening document on presentation day
“Big Picture” Person:
Looks at the presentation as a whole, making suggestions to individual team members on how they can adjust their slides to fit better with the entire presentation (this could be making sure everyone uses a common font and format, or that everyone uses the same tense, or that the ideas in one slide lead nicely into the ideas of the next)
Quality Control: 

Inspects final presentation for accuracy
Presentation Coordinator: 
Runs rehearsal of presentation, including timing people; ensures that all group members know what they’re saying and in what order
Communication Liason: 
Helps group members work out differences peacefully; makes sure all voices are heard; informs teacher if there are problems that the group has been unable to solve

#2: Choose product

Each group will focus on one of the following products:

· Chocolate

· Coffee

· Ethanol (made from Corn)

· Oil

· Shoes

· Plastic bags

· Soda cans

· iPod / iPhone / iPad

· Computer Chip / Semiconductors

#3: Choose “interest”

Everyone will be asking the same question: How does the production of (your product) affect (your interest)?

Here’s an example: How does the production of soda cans affect the environment?
You may choose from the following “interests” (people/things/groups affected in some way):

· Consumer of the product

· Worker (could be the farmer, the drilling operator, the miner, the factory worker, the garbage disposal operator)

· Country where the product is made (or mined, or grown)
· Multinational Corporation, often in a different country, that profits from the sell of the final product
· Environment (both in the area where the products is made (or mined, or grown) and the global environment that affects everyone)
· Local community where the product is made (or mined, or grown)
#4: Research how your particular “interest” is affected by the manufacture of your group’s product

General internet research tips:

· Don’t type questions.  When you do you tend to get lower-quality sites where random people (not exports) can write anything they think might be right.  

· The best search is a few, specific words

· If you type: the impact on the environment of oil     google only searches: impact, environment and oil     so, you can start out just by typing your key words

· If you type: rolling in the deep   google looks for any article that has all four words IN ANY ORDER

· If you type: “rolling in the deep”   google looks for any article that has all four words IN ORDER…meaning you will get to articles dealing with the song much faster.
